
PRO: Derrick Morgan was drafted by the Titans with the 16th overall 
pick in the 2010 NFL Draft, and since then, he has become a consistent 
presence on the defense, first as a defensive end and more recently as 
a 3-4 outside linebacker.  His 36.5 sacks from 2010–2016 led the Titans.  
Morgan combines with Brian Orakpo to make a formidable duo as the 
team’s starting outside linebackers. The 6-foot-4-inch, 261-pounder put 
together the best season of his career in 2016, registering nine sacks, 56 
quarterback pressures and 50 tackles. Morgan is an explosive defender 
equally adept at rushing the passer and stopping the run. The Georgia 
Tech product has a reputation as a gritty player with a non-stop motor, and 
he has the ability to play on either side of the defensive line or at outside 
linebacker.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2016, tallied a team-leading 56 quarterback pressures. Morgan also 
recorded a career-high 9.0 sacks, which ranked second on the team and 
tied for ninth in the AFC.
• In 2015, Morgan recorded 4.5 sacks in the first four games of the season.  
Since 1982, Morgan’s sack total tied for the fourth-best mark for the 
franchise in a season’s first four games.  However, Morgan later battled a 
shoulder injury and was limited to 10 games before being placed on injured 
reserve.
• In his first season at outside linebacker in 2014, Morgan led the team 
with 6.5 sacks and tied for the team lead and set career-best marks with 26 
quarterback pressures and 13 tackles for loss.  He also posted a career-
high 82 tackles, nine passes defensed and two forced fumbles.
• In 2013, Morgan finished second on the Titans with six sacks and eight 
quarterback pressures. 
• In 2012, Morgan led the team with 6.5 sacks and 19 quarterback 
pressures, while also posting a career-high 66 tackles.
• In 2011, Morgan appeared in 15 games and led the team with 20 
quarterback pressures.  He also tallied 47 tackles, 2.5 sacks, three tackles 
for loss and two passes defensed. 
• As a rookie in 2010, saw action in four games and amassed 10 tackles 
and 1.5 sacks before being placed on season-ending injured reserve.
• In 2009, Morgan’s junior year, he won Conference Defensive Player of 
the Year honors after leading the ACC with 12.5 sacks and finishing second 
in the conference with 18.5 tackles for loss.

• Morgan is a 2016 graduate of the University of Miami’s Executive MBA 
for Artists and Athletes program. 
• Morgan helped deliver his daughter at home in April 2015.
• Morgan changed his jersey number from 90 to 91 during the 2012 
offseason.  He is familiar with the number 91, having worn it during his three 
seasons at Georgia Tech.  Former Titans defensive lineman Jason Jones 
wore 91 in Morgan’s first two seasons with the club.
• Morgan credits his mother, Pamela Sweigart, as his primary role model 
in life.  He also says that she should be credited with his football success, 
since, even as a single parent, she managed to take him to every practice 
and every game during his youth.

2017 (14/14, 2/2):  Started 14 games at outside linebacker and led the 
team with 7.5 sacks while ranking second on the squad with a career-

best 59 quarterback pressures.  Posted 40 tackles, seven stops for loss, 
two passes defensed and two fumble recoveries. Was inactive for two 
contests.  Started his first two career postseason contests and recorded 
eight tackles, a team-high-tying six quarterback pressures and a stop for 
loss.  Ranks ninth in franchise history with 44 sacks.  With 1.5 sacks at 
Cleveland (10/22/17), became the ninth player in franchise history to reach 
40.0 career sacks.  In the “Titans era” (1999–present), only Morgan and 
Jevon Kearse (52.0) have accomplished the feat.  Moved ahead of former 
defensive end Kyle Vanden Bosch (38.5 career sacks) for ninth place on 
the team’s all-time sack list at Houston (10/1/17).  Led or tied for the team 
lead in quarterback pressures seven times in 2017 (vs. OAK, at JAX, at 
HOU, vs. BAL, at IND, vs. LAR, at KC).  Led or tied for the team lead in 
sacks five times in 2017 (vs. OAK, at JAX, at HOU, at CLE, at PIT).  Tied for 
the team lead in passes defensed twice in 2017 (at JAX, vs. LAR).  Played 
in his 100th career regular season game against Cincinnati (11/12/17).   
• Against Oakland (9/10), started at outside linebacker and posted four 
tackles, a sack, a team-best five quarterback pressures and a team-high 
two stops for loss.  Ended a Raiders’ drive by sacking Derek Carr for a 
seven-yard loss on third-and-13 in the second quarter.  Stuffed Marshawn 
Lynch for a two-yard loss on a third-and-two rush late in the fourth quarter.

The sack moved 
him ahead of former defensive end Kyle Vanden Bosch (38.5 career sacks) 
for ninth place on the team’s all-time sack list.
• At Miami (10/8), started at outside linebacker and totaled two tackles and 
three quarterback pressures.  Combined with Logan Ryan to stuff Jay Ajayi 
for a two-yard loss on a rush off right tackle in the fourth quarter.
• Against Indianapolis (10/16), started at outside linebacker and recorded 
a tackle and a quarterback pressure before leaving the game in the third 
quarter with an injury.
• At Cleveland (10/22), started at outside linebacker and posted three 
tackles, including 1.5 sacks, a stop for loss and five quarterback pressures.

• Against Jacksonville (12/31), started at outside linebacker and tallied 
three tackles and three quarterback pressures.  Combined with Erik 
Walden to stuff T.J. Yeldon for a four-yard loss on a rush off left guard in 
the second stanza.
• At Kansas City (1/6), started at outside linebacker and recorded seven 
tackles, including a sack, a team-best four quarterback pressures and a 
stop for loss in his first career postseason game.  Dropped Alex Smith for 
a sack on third-and-nine during the Chiefs’ final drive in the fourth quarter.

Led or tied for the team 
lead in quarterback pressures eight times in 2016 (vs. CLE, vs. IND, at 
SD, vs. GB, at IND, at CHI, at JAX, vs. HOU).  Registered a career-high 
nine quarterback pressures at Indianapolis (11/20/16) and at Jacksonville

including two sacks and two quarterback pressures.  Dropped Ryan 
Tannehill for a seven-yard sack in the first quarter.

• Against Cleveland (10/16), started at outside linebacker and notched 
three tackles, including a sack and a team-best and career-high five 
quarterback pressures.  Shot through the line and dropped Cody Kessler 
for a 10-yard sack late in the fourth quarter.
