PRO: Ryan Mouton is a quick cornerback that possesses excellent leaping
ability and above average strength. He has the talent to challenge pass
catchers on the outside, as well as the technique and speed necessary to
defend receivers in the slot. Mouton provides versatility in the defensive
backfield in 2011.

*In 2010, saw action in nine games and ranked fourth on the team with 10
special teams stops.

» Appeared in 14 games with two starts at cornerback as a rookie and
registered 17 tackles, including a tackle for loss, and nine special teams
stops.

* In June 2010, Mouton teamed with 49ers center Eric Heitman to put on
the first annual Katy (Texas) Athletic Booster Golf Scramble. Proceeds
from the event went to support facilities and equipment for their former
high school.

» The Houston, Texas, native was selected by the Titans in the third round
(94th overall) of the 2009 NFL Draft.

SEASON RECAPS:
2011 (0/0): Missed the entire season after being placed on injured reserve
on Aug. 4, 2011 with an Achilles injury that was suffered in training camp.

2010 (9/0): Appeared in nine games and finished fourth on the team with
10 special teams tackles. Collected three tackles in limited defensive play.
Tied for the team lead in special teams tackles three times in 2010 (vs.
OAK, vs. DEN, vs. WAS). Was inactive for four games. Was placed on
injured reserve with a groin injury on Dec. 17, 2010.

» Against Oakland (9/12), played in a reserve role primarily on special
teams and tied for the team lead with two solo tackles. Caused a fumble
by Yamon Figurs on the opening kickoff but the loose ball was recovered
by the Raiders.

» Against Denver (10/3), saw limited action on defense as the dime back
and notched a tackle. Tied for the team lead with two special teams
tackles.

» At Dallas (10/10), saw limited action as the dime back. Notched two
special teams tackle on coverage units. Stuffed Dez Bryant for a one-yard
loss on a punt return in the second quarter.

» Against Washington (11/21), saw limited action as the dime back and
recorded two solo tackles. Tied for the team lead with two special teams
tackles on coverage units.

2009 (14/2): In his rookie season, appeared in 14 games with two starts

and registered 17 tackles, including a tackle for loss. Posted nine special
teams tackles on coverage units and returned six punts for 37 yards and
one kickoff for 14 yards. Started his first career game as the nickel back at
Jacksonville (10/4). Tied for the team lead in special teams tackles twice
in 2009 (at HST, vs. MIA). Was inactive for the regular season opener at
Pittsburgh and the regular season finale at Seattle.

« Against Houston (9/20), saw action in his first NFL game and returned
four punts for 25 yards.

« At Jacksonville (10/4), made his first career NFL start as the nickel back
and posted six tackles, including a stop for a loss. Stuffed Mike Thomas
for a three-yard loss on a rush off right end in the third quarter. Registered
a special teams tackle on coverage units.

« Against New England (10/18), started at cornerback and posted eight
tackles.

» At Houston (11/23), tied for the team lead with three special teams tackles
in the Titans’ 20-17 Monday Night Football victory.

COLLEGE:

« As a senior (2008), named to All-WAC first team as a cornerback. Started
all 13 games - eight at cornerback, three at free safety and two as a wide
receiver. Notched 43 tackles, including six tackles for loss, an interception
and eight pass breakups. Totaled eight receptions for 71 yards as a
receiver. Also excelled as a kickoff returner with 24 returns for 514 yards
and a touchdown.

e As a junior (2007), appeared in 11 games as backup cornerback and
first-string nickel back. Amassed 26 total tackles, including three tackles
for loss, two interceptions and seven pass breakups. Also saw time at
kickoff returner and averaged 29.6 yards on 14 kickoffs, which ranked fifth
nationally. Returned a kickoff 90 yards for a score against Charleston
Southern.

* As a sophomore (2006), attended Blinn College in Brenham, Texas
and was named a first-team NJCAA All-American. Was voted team’s
most outstanding defensive player and helped Blinn to a perfect 12-0
record and the JC Gridwire 2006 National Championship by recording five
interceptions and returning two of those for touchdowns. Also returned two
kickoffs for touchdowns.

« As a freshman (2005), played in 10 games with two starts during his initial
season at Blinn Junior College and registered four interceptions.

« Majored in sociology at Hawaii.

« Single, splits time between Nashville and Houston, Texas.

 Attended Katy High School in Texas and led the team to the Texas 5A
Division Il championship. Starred on both sides of the ball as a wide
receiver and cornerback in Katy’'s championship season and was an all-
area selection, all-state selection and Texas Top 100 pick as a senior.

« Also lettered in track and field, running the 100-meter dash.
