PRO: As soon as the 2011 free agency period began, the Titans wasted
little time signing eight-year veteran Shaun Smith. The 6-foot-2-inch,
325-pounder provides a strong run-stopping presence in the middle of the
defensive line. Although he has valuable experience playing defensive
end in a 3-4 system, the South Carolina product will hold down a defensive
tackle spot with the Titans. Prior to arriving in Tennessee, Smith spent time
with the Kansas City Chiefs (2010), Cincinnati Bengals (2009, 2004-2006),
Cleveland Browns (2007-2008) and New Orleans Saints (2004).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2010, Smith played in all 16 games with 10 starts for the Chiefs and
notched 34 tackles, a sack and a pass defensed.

« In 2007 with the Browns, Smith appeared in 15 games with 10 starts and
recorded career-highs with 63 tackles, two sacks, a forced fumble and two
passes defensed.
